The Tipping Point

In sociology, a tipping point is the event of a
previously rare phenomenon becoming rapidly
and dramatically more common.

Coined Morton Grodzins, popularized by Noerman
Gladwell The Tipping Pomt IHow Little Things
Can Make a Big Difference

When a small amoeunt of weight Is added to a
palanced object, It can cause it to suddenly anad
completely topple.

Miracle 1

> 1 Sam 14 v 13 Jonathan climbed up, using
his hands and feet, with his armor-bearer
right behind him. The Philistines fell before
Jonathan, and his armor-bearer followed
and killed behind him. 14 In that first
attack Jonathan and his armor-bearer
killed some twenty men in an area of
about half an acre.




Miracle 2

15 Then panic struck the whole army—those Iin
the camp and field, and those In the outposts
and raiding parties—and the ground shook. It
was a panic sent by God.. They found the
Philistines In total confusion, striking each

other with their swords. 21 Those Hebrews
who had previously been with the Philistines
went over to the Israelites who were with
Saul and Jonathan. 23 So the LORD rescued
Israel that day, and the battle moved on
beyond Beth Aven.




Bystander effect

They had a student stage an epileptic fit in a
room next door.

If just one person around to hear the noises
through the door, 85% of the time, they
rushed to help.

But when subjects thought that there were
four others also overhearing the seizure,
they came to the student's aid only 31% of
the time
