v1 Word – logos – power, intelligence, wisdom 

that holds the universe together

Is 43:15 I am the Lord…the creator of Israel

v10-11 Creation and human conscience bear the 

marks of God and men are judged in how 

they respond to these (ref Rom 1:18-32)

Col 1:15-17 “He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn 
over all creation. For by him all things were created: things in
heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or 
powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him 
and for him. He is before all things, and in him all things hold 
together.”

Prov 8:22-31 “The LORD brought me forth as the first of his works, 
before his deeds of old; I was appointed from eternity, 
from the beginning, before the world began… Then I was the 
craftsman at his side. I was filled with delight day after day, 
rejoicing always in his presence, rejoicing in his whole world 
and delighting in mankind.”



v4 He is the light and life of men

Heb 1:2 “the radiance of God’s glory”

John 12:45 – “when he looks at me, he sees 

the one who sent me”

v5 He came to shine in the darkness and death in 

which man is living

v14 Jesus became 100% man, and succeeded in 

the same way we do – dependence on God 

and the help of the Holy Spirit (ref vs 33)
