FOUNDATIONS
In various places throughout scripture; the life of the believer is compared to the construction of a building:

1 Cor 3:9-17  For we are God's fellow workers; you are God's field, God's building. 10 By the grace God has given me, I laid a foundation as an expert builder, and someone else is building on it. But each one should be careful how he builds. 11 For no one can lay any foundation other than the one already laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12 If any man builds on this foundation using gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, 13 his work will be shown for what it is, because the Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will test the quality of each man's work. 14 If what he has built survives, he will receive his reward. 15 If it is burned up, he will suffer loss; he himself will be saved, but only as one escaping through the flames. 16 Don't you know that you yourselves are God's temple and that God's Spirit lives in you? 17 If anyone destroys God's temple, God will destroy him; for God's temple is sacred, and you are that temple. 

Eph 2:21-22  In him the whole building is joined together and rises to become a holy temple in the Lord. 22 And in him you too are being built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by his Spirit. 

Most important part of ANY building is the foundation!  Many Christians are unable build properly in their Christian walk because of poor foundations.

The Primary foundation is CHRIST our Rock: (1 Cor 3:11)

Matt 16:18 18 And I tell you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not overcome it.

Peter (petros – pebble) is not the Rock; the revelation of who Christ is, is the Rock (Petra)

But Peter had a divine encounter – 4 steps:

1. A direct personal encounter with Jesus

2. A direct, personal revelation of who Jesus really is; from the spirit, not myself

3. A personal acknowledgement of the truth of this revelation

4. An open and public confession of this truth.

How do we Build on the ROCK?

Matt 7:24-27 "Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. 25 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. 26 But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. 27 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash." 

The difference is not in the tests – both houses will be tested, Christianity is not a storm free life!
Acts 14:22 “Through many tribulations we enter the Kingdom of God…”

It is Hearing & Doing the words of Christ – once the foundation of Christ as our rock and salvation has been laid in our lives, we must build on it by hearing and doing the word of God –True discipleship involves OBEDIENCE to Christ as not just Saviour but LORD, by obeying the Bible as the Authoritative WORD OF GOD:  2-pronged:

1. Embracing Christ as Lord over every area of my life & 

2. Embracing, reading and obeying the Bible as the Word of God with final Authority

Starting with the basic foundational truths.
HEBREWS 6:1-2   The Six Basic Truths:

Heb 5:14-6:3

4 But solid food is for the mature, who by constant use have trained themselves to distinguish good from evil. 

1 Therefore let us leave the elementary teachings about Christ and go on to maturity, not laying again the foundation of repentance from acts that lead to death, and of faith in God, 2 instruction about baptisms, the laying on of hands, the resurrection of the dead, and eternal judgment. 

1. Repentance & Abandonment of Dead Works

2. Faith toward God

3. Instructions about Baptisms

4. Laying on of Hands

5. The resurrection of the Dead

6. Eternal Judgement

Leading to 7: MATURITY = Perfection (COMPLETION)
We see Peter laying the first Foundations of the early Church

In Acts 2; Peter proclaims the gospel to the Jews in Jerusalem, Closing with:

Acts 2:36 "Therefore let all Israel be assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ."  When the people heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what shall we do?" 

Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off-for all whom the Lord our God will call."  With many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them, "Save yourselves from this corrupt generation." Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about three thousand were added to their number that day. 

42 They devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. 43 Everyone was filled with awe, and many wonders and miraculous signs were done by the apostles. 44 All the believers were together and had everything in common. 45 Selling their possessions and goods, they gave to anyone as he had need. 46 Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 47 praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved. 

5 firm foundations of the New Testament Church (Acts 2)

1.  [Vs. 36] Acknowledge the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ 

2. [Vs. 38] Repent 

3. Be Baptised in Water 

4. Receive the gift (Baptism) of the Holy Spirit 

5. [Vs. 41] Be added to the body (In a local church) where you can experience biblical teaching, Fellowship, Prayer, etc…

1)  LORDSHIP:

Jesus is the only Saviour: John 14:4. But he is more than that! Jesus is the Lord: God incarnate, the Creator of the heavens and the earth. He is the almighty, eternal Son who took on the form of a servant, humbling Himself to the point of death of the cross. With his resurrection, ascension and exaltation in heaven, He received a name that is above every other name. Before that name every knee will bow and every tongue will confess – both in heaven and hell – that Jesus is LORD (Greek: Kurios = supreme Authority, Lord & Master) (Philippians 2:5-10). Jesus is God the Word, who became a man (John 1:1, 14).

You cannot accept Jesus as your SAVIOUR without serving and submitting to Him as your LORD.  Many Christians try to live like this – believing in Jesus for Salvation, but not surrendering their lives to obey his word and will in every area of their lives!  When you become “Born Again” (John 3:3-7; 1 Peter 1:23) his Spirit comes and dwells within you – yet true salvation is not just having Jesus as RESIDENT in your life, but PRESIDENT over your life!

LORD = 5000 times in scripture.  616 N.T.

Savior  = 55 times in scripture.  24 N.T.

The biblical emphasis is overwhelmingly on the understanding of Lordship: That Jesus is to be our supreme authority; we must die to ourselves and our selfish desires, to allow Jesus to now rule and reign in every aspect of our lives. Paul states Galatians 2:20 “I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me.”

Lordship is Essential for Salvation:

Rom 10:8 “if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.” 

Jesus is either Lord OF ALL in your life, or he is not Lord AT ALL!  Remember at the time of Paul’s writing to the Romans, Christians were under intense persecution because they refused to acknowledge CAESAR as Lord; but rather Jesus as Lord.  This was much more than just a verbal confession; in their days it cost many of them their lives!

Lordship requires Obedience, not just Confession:

Luke 6:46-47 "Why do you call me, 'Lord, Lord,' and do not do what I say?”

Matthew 7:21 "Not everyone who says to me, `Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven…”
LORD: NT:2962 kurios (koo'-ree-os); from kuros (supremacy); supreme in authority, i.e. (as noun) controller; KJV - God, Lord, master, Sir.

Savior: NT:4990 soter (so-tare'); a deliverer, i.e. God or Christ: from sozo: to save, i.e. deliver or protect; heal, preserve, save (self), do well, make whole.

He must be Lord first, then Saviour:  (eg. Wife first – then the benefits…)
LORDSHIP INVOLVES GIVING & SUBMITTING 100%.  Many just want to include Jesus in their existing life/plans/etc.  instead of dying to self & giving over ALL to Him:

Jesus must be PRESIDENT, not just RESIDENT!

Lord OF ALL, or He cannot be Lord AT all!

At this time Caesar was LORD, and claiming Christ as Lord could be considered treason.

Matt 7:21-27

21 "Not everyone who says to me, `Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. 22 Many will say to me on that day, `Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and in your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?' 23 Then I will tell them plainly, `I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!' 

24 "Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. 25 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. 26 But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. 27 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash." 

TOTAL COMMITMENT IS 365 DAYS A YEAR, 24 HOURS A DAY; 60 MINS/HOUR….

IF Jesus is LORD of your life, you cannot be a Sunday Christian – YOUR ENTIRE LIFE, CHARACTER, DESIRES, RELATIONSHIPS, WILL BE TRANSFORMED AND EVIDENT TO ALL AROUND YOU 24 HOURS A DAY.

BUT: Lordship is Not Legalism or Bondage – it is liberty and release! YET: It requires total commitment, submission and obedience from our side if we are to benefit from it!  

2) REPENTANCE:

What does it mean to Repent?

True repentance is not just feeling sorry for my sins, or even confessing that I am a sinner – although conviction of sin (John 16:8); Godly Sorrow (2 Corinthians 7:10-11) and Confession of sin (Proverbs 28:13; James 5:16; 1 John 1:9) are all vital aspects of walking free from sin. 

In the Old Testament the word used for Repent means: “To turn back.”  In other words it implies an action on our part to turn away from our lifestyle of sin and to turn back to the way God created me to live.

The New Testament word means: “To change the way I think; to change my mind; to think differently”.  
(Derek Prince TRUE REPENTANCE THEREFORE is an inner change of mind resulting in an outward turning back; or turning around; to face and move in a completely new direction”)

That is why Paul made such an emphasis in his writings on us renewing our minds. 

Rom 12:1-2 Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God-this is your spiritual act of worship. Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is-his good, pleasing and perfect will. (See also Ephesians 4:22-24)

The story of the Prodigal Son is a beautiful picture of true repentance (Luke 15:11-24).   

We have all, like the Prodigal, gone astray from our Father to live a life of sin, focused on ourselves instead of Him.  But the Prodigal comes to his senses when he sees that the life of sin cannot satisfy, and it is really a destructive lie.  He returns home, not sure that the father will even accept him.  HE REPENTS:  acknowledging the error of his ways, he gets up and TURNS BACK to the Father, changing the way he thinks about his life and his father.  Our Father God comes running to us when we repent, and restores us into right relationship with Him.

True repentance is, therefore, an acknowledgement of our sin, turning away from our sin and returning to our heavenly Father; receiving his help to live in the way he created us to live, and think the way He thinks. We therefore need to come out of an ungodly way of living (The World):  James 4:4-5  You adulterous people, don't you know that friendship with the world is hatred toward God? Anyone who chooses to be a friend of the world becomes an enemy of God. 

1 John 2:15-17 Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For everything in the world-the cravings of sinful man, the lust of his eyes and the boasting of what he has and does-comes not from the Father but from the world. The world and its desires pass away, but the man who does the will of God lives forever. 

3) BAPTISM IN WATER

NB in Hebrews 6 we are told that Instructions about BAPTISMS is one of the foundational doctrines – BAPTISMS is plural:

We generally see four types of Baptism spoken of in scripture:

1. John’s Baptism of repentance to prepare the way of the Christ

2. The Baptism of SUFFERING (Jesus: Lk 12:50)

3. Christian baptism in water = Baptism into Christ

4. Baptism in the Holy Spirit & fire

Water Baptism:

In ACTS 2:38 we see what many call the “TRIPOD” foundation of the Christian walk in Peter’s response to the Jews who, wanting to get right with God, asked: "Brothers, what shall we do?"   Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
Therefore it is not sufficient to simply Repent if we want to fully live this life that Christ offers us; Scripture commands us to go beyond repentance to being “BAPTISED IN WATER” and “RECEIVE THE GIFT OF THE HOLY SPIRIT” (Referred to in scripture as the BAPTISM of the Holy Spirit.)

We are saved by our belief and confession of Jesus as LORD of our lives.  Neither Baptism in Water nor the Holy Spirit is a requirement for salvation, but they are essential to living the saved life.  The eternal significance of Water Baptism can be clearly seen when we examine what the Bible teaches.

WHAT IS BAPTISM?

· It is a symbolic burial (Romans 6:3-7; 1 Corinthians 15:3-4; Colossians 3:1-4) 

· It is identification with Christ (Romans 6:4). We identify with His death, burial and resurrection.

· It is the testimony of a good conscience (1 Peter 3:20-21)

· It is a public confession of faith (Acts 19:1-5).  It is an outward testimony of our inward faith.

WHY MUST WE BE BAPTISED?

The following reasons underscore the importance of Water Baptism:

· It is an example set by us for Jesus Himself (Matthew 3:13-14).

· Jesus’ Disciples baptised many under his instruction (John 4:1, 20).  

· It is a means of fulfilling all righteousness (Matthew 3:15)

· It is commanded by Jesus when he ascended into heaven: Matthew 28:18-20  Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.  Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.")  

· Peter also presents it as a fundamental commandment.  (Acts 10:48).

· It is an act of obedience (Matthew 28:19).  In Baptism we are not following a man or complying with the doctrine of some church or denomination, but we are obeying Jesus Himself. 

· Throughout Acts we see that new believers were ALWAYS Baptised in both Water and the Holy Spirit after receiving Jesus as their Lord & Saviour.

HOW MUST WE BAPTISE?

The New Testament mode for Baptism was by immersion.

· The word "Baptism" used in scripture is the Greek word "Baptizo/Baptisma", meaning literally "to dip into”; used in the Greek as: “to immerse, to submerge (as a sunken vessel), to overwhelm".  From this very clear definition and from every example we see in scripture, it is evident that Baptism is to take place by full immersion in water (not merely sprinkling). There is a different word that is used for sprinkling namely “rantizo”.

· In the New Testament we read that the baptiser and the person being baptised went into the water and came up out of the water, which again implies immersion (Matthew 3:6,16; Mark 1:5, 10; Acts 8:38-39)

· John 3:23 John needed “Plenty of Water” to baptize; suggesting immersion.

WHO CAN BE BAPTISED?

The Bible tells us that the following people could be candidates for Baptism:

· Those who have believed in the Lord (Acts 8:12,35-37; 10:1-53; 16:31-33). 

· Those who have repented (Acts 2:38,41; 9:4-6,17,18)

Scripture shows us very clearly that Water Baptism can only take place after the individual repents and believes in Christ i.e. only after the born again experience.  (Mark 16:16; Acts 2:38; 1 Corinthians 10:1,2)
Every example we see in scripture of Water Baptism confirms this: (Acts 2:41; Acts 8:12,13; Acts 16:14,15,31-33; Acts 18:8; Acts 19:4,5)
It is therefore also clear that infant Baptism is not scriptural, for how can an infant repent and believe?

THE ESSENCE OF TRUE BAPTISM (With excerpts from Rick Joyner’s book: “The Journey begins”):

When we examine Water Baptism we see that it is, in essence, the signing of the covenant we enter into with Christ involving a burial of our old nature and a rising to walk with Christ in newness of life.

Look at the Old Testament Baptism for Israel by reading 1 Corinthians 10:1,2
Egypt is symbolic of the world of sin.  The new birth represents deliverance from Egypt, the world of sin.  Their Red Sea Baptism represents the burial of the old enslaving lifestyle, freeing us forever from our former bondage to sin.  The Red Sea is a biblical model, or “type”, of Baptism.  It is through Baptism that our enemy is to be utterly destroyed. Through Baptism we are to be forever separated from the domain that kept us in bondage, as Paul explains in 1 Corinthians 10:1-2 and Romans 6:3.
As Pharaoh was a biblical type of Satan who seeks to keep us in bondage, Moses was the type of Christ who came to set us free. As stated in Corinthians, the Israelites were baptized into Moses symbolically by their experience at the Red Sea as a prophecy of how we are to be baptized into Christ Jesus.

Paul said that Israel had been baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea and that in the same way we are baptized into Christ. To move into something is to be transferred from a position outside to a position inside. This is not a change of substance but a change of position. Through Baptism we move from a position outside of Christ to a position in Him. 

Romans 6:3-6 talks of Baptism, it closes with: "We know that our old (unrenewed) self was nailed to the cross with Him in order that our body, (which is the instrument) of sin, might be made ineffective and inactive for evil, that we might no longer be the slaves of sin."  Romans 6:6 (Amplified Version). 

Note that in this text there is no mention of water! Water Baptism is a symbolic ritual of the true Baptism –which is being united with Christ in the very likeness of His death in order to live in the power of His resurrection. We can immerse a person in water as many times as we like, in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit, but it will never, by itself, make us partake in the Lord’s death.  Just as a wedding ceremony is not the actual marriage, but rather a ceremonial commitment to marriage; Water Baptism is a ceremonial commitment to what must become a reality in our lives.  

The Baptism Paul is declaring is the actual commitment to union with the Lord in His death, the day by day commitment to take up your cross, to lay down your life and self-interests for the sake of the Kingdom.

As important as Water Baptism is, we must understand that fulfilling this ritual is not the fulfilling of the covenant; it is merely the signing of the covenant.  It is better to fulfil the covenant, than to religiously fulfil the ritual but fail to lay down your own life!  

The sign of the covenant in the Old Testament was circumcision; as described in Genesis 17:7-11 & Colossians 2:11,12.  Just as any of the Israelites could be outwardly circumcised, yet not fulfil the covenant in their hearts, so many Christians can be Water Baptised yet not fulfil the covenant in their hearts.  

Water Baptism cannot save or cleanse us, but what it is symbolic of does.  I Peter 3:17-21 shows us that true Baptism does save us, not the ritual of merely being immersed in water, but the baptism of being immersed into the Lord’s death so that we may partake of His resurrection.

Jesus made it clear in His word that if we are to partake of His life, we must also partake of His death! (Mark 10:38; 2 Timothy 2:11-12; Romans 8:16-17; Philippians 1:29; 3:10-11; 2 Thessalonians 1:3-5; 2 Corinthians 4:8-11.)
When we enter into the true Baptism we are freed from the bondage of anything the world can inflict upon us.  As 2 Corinthians 5:15 says –“That they who live should no longer live for themselves but for Him!”
Every time we lay our lives down for the sake of the gospel and the cross, we enter more into the power of the resurrection life.  Death cannot touch resurrection life, it is this life that utterly destroys the enemy’s power over us.  We must embrace the cross!!!

4) BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT

The Holy Spirit is the third member of the Godhead (Father, Son & Holy Spirit).  He is a distinct person with a defined role in the life the believer. Jesus taught of the Holy Spirit: “When the Counselor comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who goes out from the Father, he will testify about me”. (John 15:26).  And again: “But when the Spirit of Truth comes, he will guide you into all truth.  He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it known to you. All that belongs to the Father is mine.  That is why I said the Spirit will take from what is mine and make it known to you”. (John 16:13-15)

The Holy Spirit is instrumental in us being born-again (John 3:5-8, Galatians 4:6,7). He convicts the world of sin and righteousness (John 16:8-11).  In addition, it is the Holy Spirit who builds up the church, the body of Christ by giving the members of his body spiritual gifts: 1 Corinthians 12:11 “All these [gifts] are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he gives them to each one, just has he determines.”

A believer must embrace the person and the work of the Holy Spirit, for Jesus sent the Holy Spirit to the world so that his resurrection life and power may be manifest. 

Although we receive the indwelling of the Holy Spirit, within us, when we become Born Again, we see in scripture that the BAPTISM of the Holy Spirit is a separate experience taking place AFTER being Born Again:

In John 20:21-22, when Jesus first appeared to his disciples after being resurrected from the dead:  Jesus said, "Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending you." 22 And with that he breathed on them and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit.  At this point the disciples were Born Again, but not yet Baptised in the Holy Spirit.

Jesus considered the Baptism of the Spirit to be of such importance that he later commanded them to not leave Jerusalem until they had received this:

Acts 1:4-5  On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this command: "Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard me speak about. For John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit." 

Acts 1:7-8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth." 

Acts 2:1-4 When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place.  Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them. 

Consider the following Important notes on Baptism in the Holy Spirit:

1. Six passages in Scripture compare and parallel water Baptism to Baptism in the Holy Spirit:  Matthew 3:11; Mark 1:8; Luke 3:16; John 1:33; Acts 1:5; Acts 11:16.

2. Different terms are used: “Baptism”; “Promise of the Father”; “Gift of the Holy Spirit”; “Poured out”; “Filled”; “Fall upon”... These all refer to a SPECIFIC EXPERIENCE taking place after being Born Again.  (John 20:19-23 “Receive/admit the Holy Spirit” = Born Again;  Acts 1:4-5; 2:2-4 “filled = diffused throughout”;  Acts 8:12-17; 19:5-6)

3. The Baptism in the Spirit was promised:  Luke 24:49;  Acts 1:4; Acts 2:17 &  Joel 2:28 “for the Gentiles & the Last Days”  

4. The Baptism came: Spontaneously (Acts 2 & 10) and through laying on of hands (Acts 8 & 19; 9:17)

5. The Baptism in the Spirit is accompanied by outward manifestation  (Acts 2:1-4;  8:5-7, 9-13; 10:44-48; 19:1-7)  “Tongues & Prophecy”

6. Also, the indwelling gifts of Grace “Charismata” in 1 Corinthians 12:8-10  are distributed by the Holy Spirit as He Wills.  (2 Timothy 1:6 - “by the laying on of hands”)  These gifts must flow out of Love (the Fruit of the Spirit) or they are of no Profit (1 Corinthians 13:1-2)

7. After this SPECIFIC EXPERIENCE, we are encouraged to continually be FILLED with the Spirit!  (Acts 4:31; Ephesians 5:18 AMP “Ever be filled and Stimulated with the Holy Spirit”)   Being a Spirit-filled Christian is much more than simply having had an experience of Holy Spirit Baptism in the Past!

The Bible says those baptized with the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance” (Acts 2:4). This means they spoke the words that the Spirit gave them. The Holy Spirit gave the words, but the apostles and disciples voluntarily responded.  There was action based on faith, not merely passive acceptance of the blessing. That is the way it is with God. God is offering the Baptism in the Holy Spirit to people who need only to reach out and take it and then enjoy the blessing.   Acts 2:4 All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them. 

There are five accounts in the book of Acts where we see how the believers were baptized in the Holy Spirit, as well as the different manifestations or evidences of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit.
